Previous Minutes
These were accepted without change.
Review of Action List
The action list was reviewed and is attached, with main comments discussed at the meeting being:
1. Constitution

Klara to organise a meeting with CBC and Bath Road Traders (BATA) Action – Klara
4. 252 Bath Road

100+ objections to the planning proposal received including objections from the Civic Society, but as yet, no date set for revised plans to be submitted.

5. Traffic Wardens 
Derek S has discussed illegal parking with Jim Daniels at CBC and was assured that Traffic Wardens would be allocated to the Bath Road. Derek S asked that residents report sightings of Traffic Wardens Action – all present
6. Publicity for NARA

Lorelei S has sent out an introduction letter to Naunton Cr and will share template with other Street Reps. Lucy D happy to format the template, with Street Reps to amend to suit their streets. Agreed that Lorelei S and Derek S will collect examples for a ‘leaflet’ [paper and electronic] and then Karen S will adapt for a leaflet. Rob W confirmed subscription money may be used but would need to be managed. Jill D suggested that Dodsworth’s on Bath Road may be willing to support, and Klara might be able to help too Action – Lorelei S, Derek S and Karen S
7. Street Reps contact details

Agreed that Street Reps happy to share their e-mail and physical addresses on publicity, but that telephone numbers should remain for NARA Street Reps use only Action – Street Reps to note
Items from the Agenda

8. Website
General discussion in the meeting and the meeting confirmed to Lucy D and Damien G that the following items would be worthwhile to consider: copy of the constitution; events section including photos (such as Street Reps next to their street sign); Street Reps contact details (see point 7 above); Litter Pick dates; news and general ‘blog’ section; Action List from Minutes. 
DS suggested that St Philips & St James association website was a good basis and Lucy D also suggested a Facebook page too. Agreed to present a template at the next meeting.

9. 252 Bath Road

10. Amey correspondence on Langdon Road trees and pavement repairs
Klara S requested that she is copied into any correspondence with Amey, which John H duly noted. Discussion moved to Exmouth St pavement near the café and Klara S made the point that funds were limited and allocation needed to be fair to all. She suggested that NARA contact Danny Taylor at Gloucestershire Highways, noting that she had a good relationship with him and by definition, needed to retain that relationship!! Agreed to discuss at the next meeting

11. Clare Street Parking

12. Dog Fouling
John H reported that E-mail[s] had been received concerned about the amount of dog fouling in the area. Discussion in the meeting confirmed most dog walkers did ‘pick up’ and could not understand why other dog walkers did not. Clearly, lone dogs could also be an issue. Fern B suggested people challenge owners if they come across an incident of non-pick up. 
Klara S suggested a NARA campaign. She had contacted Clive Evans at CBC (Community Protection Officer responsible) and would report back. Rob W suggested a ‘dog bag’ dispenser on Hermitage Green. Karen S suggested a stencil and spray to identify dog fouling

Action 04/17 Klara S to seek further guidance [perhaps more bins] and NARA to consider a campaign on the issue; next Litter Pick to take photos and identify any ‘hot spots’

13. Hermitage Green
JH read out the e-mail received from Malcolm Walls (CBC), which summarised ownership and licenses associated with the land. Essentially, if NARA takes on the development of the plot, then responsibilities for maintenance and other CBC elements need to be managed. 
Action 05/17 Klara S to establish a meeting with David Roberts and Malcolm Walls for herself, Derek S and Rob W to attend (and John H if available) to discuss legal status and hand-over

Design suggestions to be sent to Karen S. The meeting noted that there needed to be several factors for this group to consider (summarised here as a ‘brief’ from previous Minutes): support and involvement of the community, especially those houses close by; the availability and submission of ‘green grants’; a design that aimed to suit the community aims and constitution; preventing illegal parking on the Green itself; planting to consider – shrubs, bulbs, raised bed[s], Notice Board, no bench / seating (NOTE – also consider Dean P’s request in AOB)
Action 06/17 Volunteers for the Hermitage Green sub-group confirmed as: Jenny Bailey (Naunton Cr); Liz Key (Exmouth); Karen S (Langdon); Liz Symes (Naunton Cr) and to present at March meeting
14. Payphone Naunton Lane / Naunton Way
John H read correspondence from CBC. No option currently to replace with red phone box as one needed to be in place for that to occur. No strong feelings at the meeting and so item closed.
15. Gloucestershire Highways yellow lining
Sue K expressed that the consultation on yellow lining had been poor and Klara agreed to add to her discussions as and when the TRO formal consultations begin. This item now to be covered in Action 14/16

16. Jetting drains
Derek S reported that contact had been made around clearing and jetting of drains in Francis St, Hermitage St and Naunton L. Street Reps to be asked to help inform residents to move vehicles, but no date as yet set.
Lorelei S raised the issues again of weeds and debris in the gullys on Naunton Cr. Klara S asked for an e-mail that summarised the issues and she would raise once more with those responsible. Perhaps too a meeting with NARA reps might be arranged.

17. Any other business

a) Dean P asked whether NARA would be open to sponsorship from a local business for Hermitage Green. Agreed to consider at next meeting

b) Klara S suggested extending Litter Pick to Churchill and Mead roads – trail at next Litter Pick and review
